



Large Grating and Sources (6D20.24)

Location: 57-5R, 71-4R
Concept/Purpose: Gratings
Procedure/Explanation: An incandescent light bulb is used as a white light source to shine through a diffraction grating.  The diffraction grating is large enough to completely cover the light so that all the students in the lecture hall can see the rainbow patterns. Various spectral tube sources can also be shown through the grating to see their spectra.
