



Laser: Double Slit Diffraction (6D10.10)

Location: 6-3C

Concept/Purpose: Interference From Two Sources
Procedure/Explanation: A 3-mW Helium Neon laser is aimed through a slide that has five sets of double slits.  Each set of double slit has a different slit distance: 2mm, .3mm, .2mm, .175mm and .15mm.  All the slits have a width of 1mm.  The slide is moved back and forth to aim the laser through the desired set of double slits.  The image is shown on one of the overhead screens located at the sides of the room.
