The following is a list of the objects used:

Length: A yard stick, a standard meter stick, ruler, tennis shoe, a plastic pink flamingo, and globe

Mass: A one-pound section of brass pipe and a one-kilogram section of brass

pipe.

Time: An hourglass, a sundial, a pendulum and a globe
