

        Cork Popper (1K20.03)

Location: 13-6C
Concept/Purpose: Friction
Procedure/Explanation: This apparatus consists of a hollow metal cylinder closed off at one end and mounted to a motor. A few drops of water are placed in the cylinder and a cork placed in the open end.  A wooden clamp device is closed around the cylinder with your hand. Start the motor running while squeezing the wooden clamp. The friction created between the clamp and cylinder will generate enough heat to turn the water to steam and build up enough pressure to blow the cork out.
