Drop Meter Stick (1C30.55)

Location: 27-Right
Concept/Purpose: Measuring g
Procedure/Explanation: The acceleration of gravity is experimentally measured.  One person holds a meter stick vertically between another person’s thumb and forefinger. The person holding the stick releases it at a point of time unknown by the other person.  This person must now quickly catch the meter stick between his/her fingers. By knowing the acceleration of gravity and noting the starting and ending points of the person’s fingers, one can calculate the person’s reaction time.
