Procedure/Explanation: Sad/Happy Balls refer to the two different balls used in this demo. They appear identical in size, color, and material construction, but the elasticity of the balls varies greatly. The standard procedure is to simply drop the “happy ball” to demonstrate elastic collisions then drop the “sad ball” to show an inelastic collision.
