Slippin' Pucks (1K20.36)

Location: 13-5R
Concept/Purpose: Friction
Procedure/Explanation: Two small "pucks", one with a smooth bottom and one with a sandpaper bottom, are placed side by side on a section of flat plastic. The plastic piece is slowly raised at one end to demonstrate that the coefficients of static friction are different for the pucks by observing that one of the pucks begins to slide at a lesser angle than the other puck.
