Small Yellow Potential Curve (1M40.25)

Location: 12-1R
Concept/Purpose: Conservation of Energy
Procedure/Explanation: A small piece of wood is cut out to resemble a section of roller coaster or a hilly road. The top of the wood has a groove to allow a steel ball to roll up and down the “peaks” and “valleys”.  The ball is used to show that no matter at what height it starts, by conservation of energy, it can only reach that same height again, no higher.
