Concept/Purpose: Rotational Energy
Procedure/Explanation: Consists of a steel rod mounted so that it rotates about its center in a vertical plane.  Mounted at the center of the rod is a spool with string.  A mass can be tied to the string and let go, providing a constant force to rotate the system. There are adjustable weights on both ends of the rod that slide back and forth to adjust the moment of inertia of the rotating rod.
